	European and Colonial Expansion Unit (Year 9 History)
To explore the impact of colonisation on First Nations peoples, I designed a unit that allowed students to choose how they presented their findings — some created podcasts, others built
visual timelines (1.5). Some wrote essays. This flexibility helped cater to different learning needs and abilities identified from the previous unit. The unit commenced with whole class instruction and questioning to determine what was known, not known and what was inaccurate. The second lesson plan shows the corrected inaccuracies and were revised and included in the final assessment summary task. I used scaffolded prompts and tiered source materials to support students with varying literacy levels and provided a speech to text app for a student with dyslexia (1.6). Aboriginal perspectives are central to the unit, with resources from First Nations historians. I organised a guest visit from a local elder to help ground the learning in our community’s cultural context (1.4). I supplied visual glossaries and sentence starters for EALD students (1.3) and the unit was shaped by feedback from colleagues and current research on direct instruction (1.2).
Water Quality Investigation Project (Year 10 Science)
In Earth and Environmental Science, I ran a water quality investigation that connected science outcomes with local environmental issues. I organised and conducted an excursion for students to test water samples from a local creek and discussed sustainability practices, including First Nations peoples’ knowledge of water care (1.4). The lab was hands-on and collaborative, which supported students’ varied physical and social development (1.1). I differentiated instructions and group roles to ensure everyone could participate meaningfully (1.5) and used tactile models and audio instructions to better include a student with visual impairment (1.6). The activity was shaped by conversations with science faculty members and drew on research around culturally responsive STEM teaching (1.2, 1.3).

	Health and PE (Year 1 & Year 5)
I selected and organised content (2.2) and ensured there was a logical progression of skills and concepts using backward mapping from HPE achievement standards. I planned sequences that built on prior knowledge and scaffolded new learning to design age-appropriate lessons that reflected the developmental needs of each year level (2.1). For Year 1, I focused on fundamental movement skills, personal safety and emotional regulation through play-based activities and
storytelling. For Year 5, I incorporated concepts such as teamwork, decision-making in games and respectful relationships, using cooperative learning strategies and structured physical
challenges. I integrated cross-curricular links with literacy and numeracy, such as using data collection in fitness activities and reflective writing in health discussions.
To promote reconciliation and deepen students’ understanding of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander histories and cultures (2.4), I embedded Indigenous perspectives into my HPE program. We explored traditional games such as Buroinjin and discussed the importance of community, respect, and connection to Country. I collaborated with our Aboriginal Education Officer to
ensure cultural authenticity and sensitivity.
I explicitly taught literacy and numeracy strategies (2.5) within HPE by incorporating vocabulary development (e.g., emotions, body parts, movement verbs) and numeracy tasks such as measuring heart rates, counting repetitions and graphing physical activity data. These
strategies supported students in making connections across learning areas. I also integrated ICT(2.6) to enhance engagement and learning. Students used tablets to record and analyse movement sequences, access health-related digital resources and reflect on their learning through multimedia journals. ICT supported differentiated instruction and gave students agency in their learning. I used formative assessment tools like observation checklists, peer feedback and student self-assessments. I reported student progress through digital portfolios and
parent-teacher interviews, ensuring transparency and alignment with school-wide reporting practices (2.3).

	Long Day Care Centre (3-year old room)
I worked with the Kindy team using the EYLF planning cycle elements of observe, assess, plan, implement and evaluate (3.2). Following this process, I identified children with a range of abilities and interests at the collage table so that I could select resources that I knew would
stimulate their learning (3.4) and planned the strategies I would use to engage each child at their cognitive level as well as support their participation and development (3.3, 1.3). The
children who were exploring and familiarising themselves with the materials, particularly the tools, scissors, tape, glue and staplers, were supported to extend and practise and I monitored their progress in their learning journals (3.1) so that families could further their learning at home (3.7). I refreshed and updated recycled materials regularly to sustain children’s interest (3.4). I monitored the children who required more explicit guidance and provided hand on hand
support, altering my teaching program to continue to develop scissor skills as I noticed that more children than I had thought needed this (3.6, 5.1). I researched scissor songs and rhymes online so that I could plan oral language activities to make sure children understood the vocabulary an adult would use when they gave instructions on how to use scissors (3.5). I modified my planning for a group of children who needed extending (3.1) after a child made a connection with their learning to a home bird feeder. I requested a photograph of the feeder
(3.7) which we used as a visual support for a group’s planned activities the following week. Photographs of these processes, annotated with the children, were added to the program reflection book (5.1, 5.2).

	Media Arts (Year 3 & Year 4)
I supported student participation (4.1) by designing inclusive learning experiences that encouraged all students to express themselves through visual storytelling, animation and digital media. I used flexible grouping, choice-based tasks and scaffolded supports to ensure every student felt confident to contribute their ideas and engage in the creative process. I believe that proactive practices, including the delivery of high-quality instruction because I am prepared with detailed plans to maintain the pace and momentum, help prevent behavioural issues because students know what to expect each lesson.
I maintained student safety (4.4) by ensuring all equipment and digital devices were used appropriately and safely. I conducted risk assessments for activities involving cameras, lighting and movement and I reinforced safe practices when working in shared spaces or handling technology. In teaching students to use ICT safely, responsibly, and ethically (4.5), I embedded digital citizenship lessons into the Media Arts program. Students learned about copyright, respectful online communication and the importance of protecting personal information. I
modelled ethical use of media and guided students in sourcing and attributing content correctly in their projects.
To manage classroom activities effectively (4.2), I established clear routines and expectations for using digital tools and working in collaborative teams. I structured lessons to include explicit
instruction, hands-on exploration and reflection time which helped students stay focused and productive. I used visual schedules and timers to support transitions and maintain momentum.
When managing challenging behaviour (4.3), I applied proactive strategies such as positive reinforcement, restorative conversations and clear consequences with consistent rules and routines to establish a structured, safe and positive classroom environment. This foundation helped students feel secure and understand expectations, which reduced instances of
misbehaviour and disengagement. I create a classroom culture based on respect and
responsibility, enabling students to self-regulate and resolve conflicts constructively, particularly during collaborative group-based media projects.

	Descriptive Writing Moderation & 3-Way Conferences (Year 2)
As part of a whole-year-level moderation activity focused on descriptive writing, I assessed student learning (5.1) by collecting writing samples from my Year 2 students and using annotated rubrics aligned with curriculum achievement standards to evaluate their work. I
provided targeted feedback (5.2) that was specific, constructive and designed to help students improve their use of descriptive language, sentence structure and vocabulary.
During the moderation process with other Year 2 teachers, I contributed to making consistent and comparable judgements (5.3) by engaging in collaborative discussions, using shared
criteria and referencing annotated exemplars. This process helped us identify patterns across the cohort and informed the creation of extension and support groups to better meet the diverse learning needs of our students. I interpreted student data (5.4) from the writing samples and moderation notes to identify trends in achievement and areas for growth. This data was used to plan differentiated instruction and targeted interventions, ensuring that all students were
supported and challenged appropriately.
In preparation for 3-way conferences, I guided my students through reflection and goal-setting activities, helping them articulate their learning progress and future goals. Students selected work samples, including their descriptive writing, and practised presenting their learning
journey. During the conferences, students led the conversation with their families, showcasing their work and discussing their goals. This process supported meaningful reporting on student achievement (5.5) and strengthened the partnership between home and school.

	Preschool class (4-year olds)
Following a parent’s concern about her child’s speech development, I sought advice from my lead educators and allied health services to determine the best next steps (6.2). I completed a professional development course on Speech and Language Development and Inclusive Communication Strategies from Learning Links (6.1) so I could offer the most appropriate learning activities to identify whether M had specific difficulties. I then observed M in play
experiences, a 1:1 shared reading experience and used an articulation screener. At a parent meeting I shared M’s strengths to show where she was on track but also confirmed the parent’s concerns (3.7) and we agreed to seek a formal speech pathologists’ assessment (5.3). The
speech pathologist identified that M was on track with her expressive and receptive language but there were some concerns with articulation, particularly with some blends. The speech pathologist provided a number of articulation games to support M individually and in a small group. This is an example of where, through a planning cycle with child observations,
screeners, reference to developmental milestones, parent meetings, my professional learning and the support of an external specialist (6.3) to identify specific concerns, my practice and
understanding developed (6.4) and I was able to support M’s growth more effectively (1.1, 1.2).

	Community Service (Year 7)
I actively engaged with parents and carers (7.3) by communicating the purpose and logistics of a project where Year 7 students volunteered at a local community disability scheme to facilitate a Colour Smash activity. I provided regular updates and invited families to support or attend the activity. I encouraged students to share their reflections with their families, fostering a sense of pride and connection between home and school.
I upheld professional ethics and responsibilities (7.1) by modelling respectful communication, inclusivity and integrity throughout the planning and implementation of the event. I guided students in understanding the importance of empathy, service and respectful engagement with community members living with disability.
I also engaged with professional teaching networks and broader communities (7.4) by
collaborating with the community disability scheme staff, local media representatives and other educators involved in service learning. The follow-up interview with local radio provided a
platform for students to share their experiences and promote inclusive community values, strengthening our school’s relationship with the wider community.
To comply with legislative, administrative and organisational requirements (7.2), I ensured all necessary permissions were obtained from families, including consent forms, risk assessments and media release agreements for the follow-up radio interview. I liaised with school leadership and the community organisation to meet duty-of-care obligations and ensure student safety and wellbeing.
